July 14, 2007 - New Melones Reservoir – Perfect summer weather highlighted a fabulous day on the water for 193 
anglers who participated in the 3rd Annual CIFFI Team Kokanee Tournament at New Melones Reservoir. This is 
the big one, where the best of the best compete for $10,000 in cash prizes. The team tournament format has 
proven to make a very competitive derby, with few repeaters showing up in the winners column.

Payouts for the top five spots 
exceeded $7,000. Big fish payouts topped $2,500.
